Local Fireworks Restrictions

State law and city ordinance allow for the use of consumer

fireworks on the day preceding, the day of, and the day af-

ter a

national holiday with the following restrictions:

¢ No fireworks are allowed between the hours of 1:00
a.m. to 8:00 a.m.;

¢ Fireworks are not to be exploded on streets or in the
city parks, parking lots, beaches, or marinas;

¢ Fireworks are not to be exploded by those under the
age of 18; and

¢ Fireworks are not to be used by those under the influ-
ence of drugs or alcohol.

Low impact fireworks and novelties such as sparklers, par-

ty poppers, smoke balls and smoke cones and not regulat-

ed by this ordinance and may be used year round. Viola-

tions of these ordinances are civil infractions and may car-

ry a fine of up to $500.00. Violators can also be held re-

sponsible for property damage resulting from fireworks.
